Primary Location: TANZANIA, Dodoma Region, Kondoa District, Haubi town
Population: 300,000

Languages: TheKirangi language is still very strong and used in most Rangi house-
holds. Most Rangi people also speak Kiswahili, especially those living in urban areas or
dealing with people from other tribes. A Bible tranglation inKirangi isin progress.

Religious Beliefs: The Rangi are predominantly Muslim. Practices of traditional beliefs
are very common, even to the extent that they are well known to neighboring peoples.
Perhaps up to 10% of the Rangi are Christian, most of whom are members of the Roman
Catholic Church.

Sour ces of Income: The Rangi are farmers, growing mostly corn and millet. Some
have fruit orchards as well. Domesticated animals such as goats, sheep and chickens are
common and some keep cattle. Many Rangi work as laborersin the surrounding cities
and towns.

Needs of the Community: There are few paved roadsin this territory where erosion is
amajor problem in rainy season. More and better medical facilities and schools are
needed in this area. Water isfound in short supply during dry season when shallow
wells and streams commonly dry up. Health conditions are harsh when clean drinking
water is difficult to find. Even amild draught can be catastrophic to farmers so that fam-
ine is common during years experiencing too little rain. Better farming technology,
draught resistant seeds and irrigation are all areas were people desire help. Y oung peo-
ple would like more technical training, help with paying for higher education and
broader job opportunities.
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
